Summary of Story: 

    The three Hebrew Boys knew the promises of Godõs word from an early age. Thus when the king 

order all the officials to bow down to the golden image, they refused to obey the Babylonian king 

and participate in false worship. They loved God enough to obey His commands and they loved God 

more than anything, even their own lives. 

 

Yet they were not in fear of the king because they remembered that they served the Creator of 

Heaven and earth who is able to save them from their enemies. Because of their loving obedience 

to God, they were able to give God glory and experience the power of Godõs love. God did not keep 

them from being thrown in the fiery furnace because it was in the fiery furnace that they were 

able to experience the presence of God and be saved from being burned. Godõs deliverance gave an 

opportunity for the Hebrew Boys to encourage others to believe and show loving obedience to the 

true God of heaven and earth.  

 

We may also experience trials but it is in these trials that we can experience the presence and the 

power of God. Through our life experiences and testimonies of Godõs deliverance, we are able to 

encourage others to trust and obey the only true God, to worship only the Creator of heaven and 

earth. [Dan 3:28] 

 

Important ideas and concepts to highlight: 

 The Three Hebrew Boys studied God’s Word and knew the love and the power of God – 

“Our God is able to save us” 

 The passed the “Rest” of the Test (True Love – Obeying God’s commands rather than 

man’s). 

 They did not act in response to the music and threats on their life (forced/false 

worship), instead they responded to God’s love by loving God enough to willingly praise 

and give glory to the true God who made Heaven and earth and loving God more than 

anything or anyone (willing/true worship). 

They experienced the power of God’s love because they still trusted in God and obeyed 

His Word. 

 

Study Prophecy & History: Explain how true worship is supreme love for God and results in 

obedience to God. Emphasize the importance of obeying God rather than man and how the Sabbath 

factors into preparation for the second coming of Christ and the final test of true love for God.  

 

 

During lesson three, be sure to: 
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 Review Daniel chapters 3 & 7 and Revelation chapter 13. 

 Clarify the differences between True Worship (e.g. Focused on the true God of Heaven from 

a willing heart motivated by love for God) vs. False Worship (e.g. Focused on self or forced 

worship motivated by selfishness or fear for life). 

 Review history of nations from the Israelites and Egyptians to the rise and fall of Babylon, 

Medo-Persia, Greece, and Rome, and development of the countries of Europe after Rome was 

divided.  

 Discuss the Dark Ages, Protestantism and the issue of religious liberty.  

 

Teaching Tips: 

 

The best way to learn is by using associations and analogiesñconnecting new concepts ideas with 

current understand and drawing illustrations to make the new concepts clear to the learners. For 

example, you can explain to a child the concept of Godõs forgiveness by associating the concept 

with something the child is already familiar with such as a toy trains and a train track. You can ask 

the child questions about the train going off the track sometimes and how they help the train get 

back on track. Also, how the train doesnõt go around the track without power (e.g. batteries).  

 

Then explain to the child how they can pray to God to get them back on trackñmeaning they can 

pray for forgiveness of anything they have done wrong. The Bible also teaches that without Jesus, 

we canõt do anything. So once they are back on track, they can also pray to God to give them power 

to keep going and to stay on track. Then explain that prayer and Bible study are importing for 

getting back on track, staying on track and having power to keep goingñmeaning to keep living for 

God. 
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         (Physical Development)  

Object Lesson: Rest 

SUPPLIES  A small pillow and blanket  

 Dry erase board or large writing paper (poster board size) and easel and black, 

red, and green markers 

OBJECTIVE 

(Attention) 

1) Get Attention: Introduce the subject of worship 

2) Teach the benefits of rest (Physical and Spiritual) for the body and the world 

3) Use concepts about rest to help children understand the importance of true 

worship of God our Creator and obedience to all of the commandments, including 

the Sabbath observance (spiritual and physical rest) 

Help children understand the purpose of the rest and how it impacts us physically. 

Then draw the connection between physical and spiritual rest and God establishing the 

seventh-day of each week as a day of rest, the Sabbath, both for now and for eternity.  

SEE Role play using the pillow and blanket to act like you are trying to get some sleep. 

Write down responses to questions you will asks students on a dry erase board or a 

poster size paper. Write down the reasons why we need sleep in black marker, use a 

red marker for reasons we donõt get enough sleep, and use green marker for reasons 

for a weekly day of rest, the Sabbath. 

HEAR Ask the children questions about why they think they need to get enough rest each day. 

Then ask the students what are some reasons they donõt get enough sleep. Then tell 

students how much sleep we need:  Adults usually need at least 7-8 hours of sleep a night to 

feel fully rested when they are awake.  School-aged children and teens need at least 9 

hours.  Children in preschool need between 10 and 12 hours a day, and newborns need 16-18 

hours. [òThe Need For Sleepó, National Institute of Health Newsletter, April 2007] 

Have students take turns reading the verses of Genesis 1:1-2:3 and Exodus 20:8-11. Ask 

students why they think God created the Sabbath. Write their responses with a green 

marker. Then explain how God gave us the Sabbath so that we can rest and spend time 

building a loving relationship with Him and others. 
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(Physical Development) – Continued 

Object Lesson: Rest  

SAY In Psalm 127:2, the Bible teaches that it is not good to go to bed late and rise (wake 

up) early and that sleep is Godõs gift to us.  

Sleep allows our brain to rest. Long periods without sleep will speed up the death of 

brain cells.  

Some people think it is okay to go to bed late and wake up late to catch up on their 

sleep. However, it is actually better to go to bed early and wake up early. This is 

because God designed our bodies with an internal clock that sends messages to your 

brain to make you feel sleepy at certain times of the day and wake up at certain times. 

During sleep, especially deep sleep, your body removes toxins (poisons) that build up in 

your body from harmful chemicals and pollutants in our food, air, water, and 

environment.  In fact, rest is necessary for your body to heal from wounds or sickness. 

Rest also strengthens your immune system and allows your body time to repair muscles 

and restore your overall health.  

Every cell in the body uses energy. Rest helps the body resupply cells with the energy 

they need. Because God created us, He knows what we need to do to stay healthy.  In 

fact God designed our bodies to make all new cells every seven years. 

That is why He instructed us through His Word (The Bible) to not only get enough rest 

each day but to only work/do chores six days a week and rest on Sabbath, the seventh 

day of each week.  

God also instructed the Israelites to let their land rest every seven years and not sow 

the fields or prune their vineyards. But the Israelites refused to listen and let the land 

rest and enjoy its Sabbaths. [Leviticus 25:4, 26:34-35 and 2 Chronicles 36:21] 

Today much research has been done and good farmers know that they have to let their 

land rest and rotate the crops. We should learn not to wait for research or refuse to 

listen like the Israelites. We should learn to trust God to know what is best. After all, 

He created heaven and earth and everything in it.  
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(Physical Development) – Continued 

Object Lesson: Rest  

SAY 

(Continued) 

Health Tip: Go to bed early, get a lot of rest and stick to a regular schedule 

of activities for your internal clock (e.g. go to bed and wake up at the same 

time each day). 

DO Break students up in two teams to study Psalm 139 and have each group present 

lessons learned from the scripture text.  

 

Then emphasize verses 1-4, 13-14, 23-24 by reading them out loud and explain to 

students how God knows what we need because He is the one who created us. Thatõs 

why we should listen to Godõs instructions in the scriptures and obey what he 

commands. 
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(Intellectual Development) 

Thought Question: Why is true worship so important? 

SUPPLIES  Cassette or CD Player 

 Easel and poster size writing pad or computer, projector and screen. 

 Picture of the brain (see index) 

 Pictures of various musical instruments (either hard copies or screens). If 

possible have some real instruments on display 

OBJECTIVE 

(Why) 

1) To help students understand the importance of true worship. 

2) To help students understand how prayer or the lack of prayer can affect a 

personõs life.  

SEE Picture of brain, pictures of various musical instruments on the screen or hard copy 

pictures. If possible have real instruments displayed on a table. 

HEAR Let the students listen to samples of different types of music (classical, Christian, 

secular music, etc.) 

Then ask them questions about the music (e.g. how did it make you feel, does it 

glorify God, would you use it for worship, etc.). 

Explain how God created music to give praise and glory to Him. Read out loud the 

following passages: Psalm chapter 150, Revelation 15:1-7, Isaiah 66:22-23. 

Explain how we worship God because of who He is, the true God who created 

heaven and earth and read Revelation 14:6-7. Then explain how we praise God for 

what He has done for us, what He is doing, and for what He will do and read Psalm 

chapter 107 with the students. Emphasize verses 6-8, 13-15, 19-20, 28-31, and 43.  
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(Intellectual Development) 

Thought Question: Why should we study the Bible? 

SAY Music Facts and History  

Music bypasses the reasoning part of your brain, the frontal lobe, and goes straight to the 

temporal lobe (the part that affects our hearing, memory, learning and processing of 

information we hear) Thatõs why music: 

 Can affect our heart rate. Certain beats will increase or slow down your heartbeat. 

 Can help with long-term memory. If you put a Bible verse to a tune and you can 

remember it for the rest of your life. 

 Can affect your emotions (either positive or negative)  

 Can affect a person's thoughts and action without the person even knowing. 

Note: For more interesting facts or activities about the brain go to: 

http://library.thinkquest.org/J002391/ and select the òFunctionsó page to learn about the 

different parts of the brain. Also select the òMusicó page which tells how interesting 

information on how music affects the brain and ways you can use music to improve learning. 

 

DO Create small groups to review Revelation 12, Ezekiel 28, and Isaiah 14. Then discuss 

how the enemy has used music over the years and today to control minds, distort 

thinking and deceive people into participating in false worship (e.g. ipods, mp3 

players, etc.) 

 

Note: This activity will help individuals develop critical thinking skills, get to know 

each other better, and help to build positive relationships.

Bible Learning Adventures 

SUPPLIES  Make a life size golden image out of yellow paper role or card board with 

yellow or gold construction paper taped to it. 

 Pictures of various musical instruments and if possible some actual 

instruments (hand bells, hand drums, tambourines, etc.) 

Note: You can also use a music player in place of the instruments for the 

Bible story (e.g. cassette or CD player, radio, etc.) 

OBJECTIVE 

(What) 

1) To teach students what they can do to bring glory to God, the Creator 

of heaven and earthñthey can truly love and obey what God commands.  

2) To help students to understand how to experience the power of Godõs 

love. (Note: Remind them again and again that they can experience the 

power of Godõs love through sincere and loving obedience to God and 

trusting in the promises of Godõs word.) 

SEE Display pictures of various musical instruments and if possible display some real 

instruments on a table. Also display on a screen or poster board the following scripture of 

promise: 

  You will pass through deep waters.  

      But I  will be with you.  

   You will pass through the rivers.  

      But their waters will not sweep over you.  

   You will walk through fire.  

      But you will not be burned.  

      The flames will not harm you.   

[Isaiah 43:2 -  New International Readerôs Version]

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(Spiritual Development) - Continued 

Bible Learning Adventures 

 

HEAR Talk about the different sounds of instruments and if possible, play a few of the 

instruments. Tell the students how God created music to praise and give glory to 

Him. Remind the students of the affect of music on the mind and body (bypasses 

reasoning and causes rhythmic movement). 

Role play Interactive story and role play ð Select students to role play parts of 

characters in the story: one student to be the king, two students to be guards, 

three students to play the parts of the three Hebrew boys.  

Give other students a chance to role play as some of the people play the 

instruments or some of the Babylonian officials who have been called to a province 

of Babylon, the plain of Dura, to bow down to the golden image. 

Instruct the students to read the bold print parts of the handout with the 

scripture passage of Isaiah 43:1-13 while the leader reads the regular print. (Note: 

The students can also take this printout home to review). 

Then instruct the students to say out loud Isaiah 43:2 as a whole. 

Explain to the students how the prophet Isaiah shared this message with the 

Israelites before the Hebrew boys were born. Talk about how they were taught 

from an early age to study the word of God and trust in Him to keep His promises. 

They also taught to love and obey God no matter what. 

Then instruct the students to listen as you read Daniel chapter 3 and act out their 

parts.  
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(Spiritual Development) - Continued 

Bible Learning Adventures 

 

SAY Like the three Hebrew Boys (Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah also known as 

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego), we can experience the power of Godõs love 

when we truly love God. Obedience to Godõs commands is the true test of our love. 

Jesus said, òIf you love me, you will obey what I command.ó [John 14:15]. In fact, 

when we really understand God (Who God isðLove) and how much God loves us (The 

sacrifice of mercy, forgiveness, and enduring love) we canõt help but praise and give 

glory to Him-to worship the true God and worship Him alone. 

In the last days of earthly kingdoms, the final conflict (fight) will be over worship. 

The Word of God teaches us the true way to worship God and warns against false 

worship. Read Exodus 16:1-30, 20:1-11, 31:12-17, 32:1-8, 19-26, & Ezekiel 20:7-24. 

Then review Revelation 13:1-18 & 14:6-13 and note the following: 

 Godõs word teaches us not to have any other gods before Him and not to 

make images (idols) of anything and bow down to or serve or worship them 

(we should make God first, love God most and worship God only) 

 God word teaches us how to not to take his name in vain and how to worship 

Him: 

1. Remember the Sabbath Day (Exodus 16:22-24) 

2. Keep the Sabbath Holy (Exodus 16:25-30) 

3. Six days labor and do all your work the same way in six days God 

created heaven and earth, the sea and all that is in them (Exodus 

16:26) 

4. The seventh-day is the Sabbath of the Lord your God and you should 

not do any work during the Sabbath. Also, no one in your family or 

visiting with you and your family should do any work. This is because 

the Lord RESTED on the seventh-day after six days of creating 

heaven and earth and God blessed the Sabbath day and made it holy. 

(Exodus 16:27-30)

  Godõs word warns about the devil (the dragon-See Revelation 12:3-4 & 7-9) 

how he uses deception. 

 Revelation chapter 13 shows how everyone on earth will participate in false 

worship (forced worship of the devil, the last earthly ruling power and the 

image of the last earthly ruling power), except those whose names are 

written in the book of life of the Lamb (The Son of God).  

This last earthly ruling power: 

1. Looks and talks like the devil and receives from the devil his power and 

authority. [Revelation 12:3 and 13:1-2] 

2. Will have world-wide influence and powerful control. [Revelation 13:7-8 & 

12, 15-18]  

3. Will perform great miracles and deceive many through those miracles 

[Revelation 13:13-14] 

4. Will make war with those who keep the commandments of God and have 

the faith of Jesus and temporarily prevail (Reign or be in power for a 

period of time). [Revelation 12:17 & 13:7] 

 But, in the end, Godõs remnant-the saints of the most High God only worship 

the true God who made heaven and earth and will reign with God forever in 

the everlasting kingdom. [Daniel 7:21-28 and Revelation 14:6 & 12-13, 15:1-4] 

Because the Hebrew Boys studied Godõs Word they refused to bow down and 

engage in false worship. Instead they kept Godõs commands and trusted in His 

promises [Exodus 20:1-6 and Isaish 43:1-3]. Like the Hebrew Boys, there are 

faithful followers of God in every generation who know and keep the 

commandments of God and have the faith of Jesus. [See Revelation 14:12] 

Through the Bible, we are reminded of the power of God our Creator. We 

understand His great love for us and how to experience the power of Godõs love. 
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(Spiritual Development)  

Bible Learning Adventures 

DO Review the concepts of prayers of Thanks (Prayer of gratitude and praise): 

Psalm 100, Acts 16:16-34, Psalm 149:4-9, 1Thessalonians 5:15-19, Psalms chapter 

107 

A. What effect can praise and thanksgiving have on negative situations? 

B. How can praise and worship bring about answered prayers? 

C. What hinders us from praising God as much as we should? 

The prayer of thanks and praise can result in experiencing the presence of God. 

When we praise God in the mist of our trials or negative circumstances, we 

strengthen our faith in God and please Him. 

Strong prayer warriors for Christ know that prayers of praise and thanksgiving are 

powerful weapons against the devil. The prayers of praise and thanksgiving shield us 

from the attacks of the enemy and free us from the chains of doubt that Satan 

tries to use to keep us from trusting in God.  

When we think about the many blessings of God in our live and the awesome 

promises of His Word, we canõt help but praise and thank God. òOh that men would 

praise the LORD for his goodness, and for his wonderful works to the children of 

men!ó  

Then have a season of prayer with the students and give them an opportunity to say 

prayers of gratitude and praise, thanking God for the mighty things He has done in 

their lives (e.g. Family, health, food, shelter, and more)  
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(Social Development) 

Hands-On Activity/Training & Team Building 

 

SUPPLIES  Playdough or regular dough from flour, water, and buttor or oil. 

 Little cones or other objects to create an obstacle course (e.g. chairs, 

pillows, baskets, etc.) 

OBJECTIVE 

(How) 

1) To teach students how to study the Bible and share truths with others 

through the use of origami. Not only will origami require several attempts and 

regular practice for students learn and develop this new skill but it will teach 

students the value of accuracy, creativity, teamwork (especially with large 

projects), patience, and persistenceñall of which are necessary in studying 

and sharing Godõs Word.   

2) To give students opportunities to use object lessons and show how God 

reveals himself through nature and His Word. 

3) To give students an opportunity to develop presentation skills (public 

speaking and/or storytelling) and become effective messengers of God. 

SEE You make a shape of a body out of play-dough or sticks 

HEAR Read I Corinthians 13 out loud as a group and have the students say òGodó in place of 

the word òLoveó. Then read out loud 1 John 4:7-21. 

Review the attributes of God and remind students that God created us in His image 

and we should reflect God in our words and actionsñin our character. Then read I 

John 3:18. 

Explain how God wants us to love others the way He loves us.  
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(Social Development) - Continued 

Hands-On Activity/Training & Team Building 

 

SAY Ask students share what they believe the following terms mean: 

 Idolatry (Putting anything before God including self or the worship of 

created things such as the Sun, moon, stars instead of the Creator of all 

things. Note: Romans 1:21-25 & Psalm 115:1-8 and how those who practice 

idolatry become spiritually deadñthey canõt see, they canõt hear, they canõt 

speak, they canõt do anything or go anywhere. Also notice how covetousness 

leads to idolatry in that one will put things, possessions before God. See also 

Mark 10:17-22, Luke 12:13-20,  Genesis 31:19,  Exodus 20:1-3, 32:1-7, Joshua 

24:14-15, and Ezekiel 20:7-8) 

 Spiritualism (The belief that the dead can communicate with the living-Note: 

Ecclesiastes 9:5, Psalm 115:17-18) 

 Atheism (Not believing that there is a true God, who created everyone and 

everything-Note: Psalm 14:1-3 & 53:1-3) 

 False Worship (According to personal preference verses they way God 

commanded ð Genesis 3: 4:1-7, Numbers 18:1-4 & 12-17, Leviticus 22:17-25 

and Malachi 1:6-14, Matthew 4:8-11, Revelation 13) 

 Graven Image or Idol (A false god or something made or set up to worship in 

place of the True and Living God of Heaven and earthñIsaiah 44:9-19, 

Jeremiah 10:1-15 and Habakkuk 2:18-19. 

Have the students to break up in teams and look up the definition of the words and 

let each team give oral reports of their research. 

DO The Creator vs. The Created ð The see, hear, say and do challenge. Make figures 

from play-dough or popsicle sticks. Then setup cones or any object as place markers 

and have teams try to get from one end of the room to the other using blind folds, 

music and earphones, a mouth full of water that they canõt swallow until they get to 

the other side and their hands tied behind their back and their feet tied.  

 

Then breakup in groups to study the following scriptures and have each group share 

insights of what they learned: Isaiah 45: 18-22, 46:5-10, Jeremiah 9:23-24 & 10:1-

14, Deut. 4:23-31, particularly Psalm 115:1-18.  
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(Emotional Development) 

Devotional (Spiritual Fruit) 

 

SUPPLIES  Red construction paper, plain white paper, hole punch and yarn (For each 

student, pre-cut into the shape of a heart, two sheets of red construction 

paper with 9 sheets of plain white paper in between the construction paper. 

Then punch two holes about 2 inches apart, on the left side of the heart-This 

will be used as a prayer journal for each fruit of the spirit). Also, have 

pencils, stickers and crayons for students to decorate the journal 

 Two red poster boards and nine white poster boards (put the white poster 

boards between the two red poster boards and cut into the shape of a huge 

heart). Write one of the nine fruits of the spirit at the top of each white 

poster board (a different character trait for each pageñSee Galatians 5:22-

23, love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness 

and self-control) 

 Post-It Notes, prayer calendar (students will fill-in the calendarñSee 

Appendix) 

OBJECTIVE 

(Who) 

1) To reach the heart of each student and help them experience spiritual 

growth 

2) To help students understand the fruit of the Spirit and develop Christ-like 

Characters. 

3) To encourage students to give their hearts to God and experienced 

transformed Christian lives.  

SEE Huge heart made of poster board with the words  òA Heart For Godó on the front 

cover). 
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(Emotional Development) 

Devotional (Spiritual Fruit) 

 

HEAR Theme Song: Sing with students a pre-selected theme song (e.g. òInto My Heartó or 

òI want to be a Christian in My Heartó) 

 

Have a few students read Ezekiel 36:25-27 from two different Bible versions (e.g. 

one should be an easy reader version) 

 

Then tell the students how the Israelites had 70 years to think about the 

consequences of their actions: 

 

 Because they refused to listen to God and his messengers the prophets, they 

were separated from or lost their loved ones, their families. (Note: As you 

say these words, ball up the paper with the key scripture text on it and 

throw it down on the floor. Then ball up the picture that you drew of a family 

and throw it on the floor) 

 Because they did not use their freedom of choice wisely, they were captured 

and forced to become slaves in a foreign land, a land far away from their 

home. (Note: As you say these words, take the string that you used for the 

gift box and put it around your wrist as if you are in handcuffs or prison 

chains) 

 Because they participated in false worship of idols who could not see, hear, 

speak or do anything, the true God of heaven and earth, who can see 

everything, hear any sound, speak powerful words of life, and do anythingñ

He stopped listening to the Israelites the same way they stopped listening to 

Him. God no longer listened to their prayers and cries for help. (Note: As you 

say these words, raise in one hand the little figure of dough or sticks and 

with the other hand touch your one of your eyes, then one of your ears, then 

your mouth. Next put the little figure of dough or sticks down and put your 

hands over both of your ears) 

 Because of the sinful ways, bad behavior, their relationship with God was 

broken. Their sins separated them from God. (Note: As you say these words, 

take the paper heart of red construction paper and tear it down the middle) 

 

Then tell the students how God used Ezekiel to bring a message of hope to the 

Israelites.

Devotional (Spiritual Fruit) 

 

SAY Todayõs devotional thought is about (Love) 

 

Read Then read Luke chapter 18:18-23 

 

We may think that we love God. We may think that we keep all of Godõs commands. 

Sometimes we donõt realize that we are committing the sin of idolatryñputting 

people or things before God.  But we love God more than anyone or anything. Godõs 

Word, the Bible, not only teaches us how to worship God. It also teaches us how to 

love God and others:  

DO Give out prayer journals. Then give students blank post-it notes and a few minutes 

to write a prayer for peace of mind and trust in Godõs Word (e.g. encourage the 

students to write different types of prayers such as prayers of faith, prayers of 

praise and thanks, prayers of intercession, etc.). Have each student read their 

prayer out loud and put it on the first white poster page of the huge heart.  

 

Then review Mark 12:29-31 and remind students that the Bible teaches us how to 

love God and others. Close with the following prayer: 

 

 òLord, help us to love you with all our heart, soul, mind, and strength and love our 

others as ourselves.ó Amen.ó 

 

Take Home Activity: Give out blank prayer calendars and review instructions with 

the students for them to fill-in and use the prayer calendar at home (See 

Appendix).  Have students  write the òLaw of Loveó 1 Corinthians 13 in their own 

words and memorize the chapter from the Bible.

 Explore ways to minister to others  and engage in activity that requires involvement and helps 

students apply what they have learned (e.g. Give students opportunities to gain experience through 

fun and interactive group activities such as text messaging prayers, and ministry assignments ð 

students can earn special team awards/certificates) 
 

5-15 min ð Emotional Development (Change of Heart)

Dynamic Learning (Who can I minister toé.) 

 Individual/Take home activities which include devotionals (e.g. Personal Ministry Project such as 

prayer calendar, prayer cards, etc.)
